Rub safthy with the grain until the surface & completeby dny.

- Soap and water are not adwiz able forwood surfaces. W ater
can penetrate the finish and raise the grain onwaod, causing

damage.

- Remember to change dusting cloths frequenthy 2= dirty cloths

The Enemies of Wfaod:

- hdoisture is wood's wwarst enemy. Liquid spilk should be genthy

- Femov e stains with special absorbent poultices formulated for use on stone.
- R enew the surface on golizked granite (granite with a high gloss surface) by buffing

wiped up immediately. Coasters should be used under all

bewerages,

- Do onot allows rubber ar wirgl materiaks to lie on the furniture.
Chemicals in rubber may leawe a stain. Put a strip of felt or
lzather under accessories that hawve rubber ar winyl.

- Heat creates a chemical change in the furniture's finish, which
rezults in awhite zpot. Use protective pads under hot dishes,

appliances, ete.

- Sunlight's ulfr aviolet rays can damage the finish of furniture.
Cro not place furniture directhy against a heater or radiatar and
do not place in the path of hotstreams of air from central he ating.
Thiz will zause extreme localized drying of the wood.

High Gloss Resin Table hMaintenance:

- Resin tabletops have approximateby 403" of 3 resin coatonthe
top face of the table, which will resist ice, woater, wine, liquor, food,
cleaning fluids, andwwarm or hot liquids; howewer, cups, glasses,
etz containing hot liquids showld not be left on the table without a

coaster for protection.

- Resin tabletops will scratch justthe same as any other glossy
zurface and basic precautions should be taien.

- Farlasting shine, the resin table should be waedwith a car max
that does not contain =ilicon. Maintaining this wa: build up will

resultin a high gless= shine.
- When wiping dawnthe table, asoft, cleanragshould be used.

Do not use a heawy paper.
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- After a period of use, apply 3 penetrating sealer to prevent contaminants from being

The surface of the granite onwyourtable has been polished orzealed to create a
generaly norrporous suface. Thestone has many natural characteristics
including: veining, hairline cracks, and color wariations - which make up the stone's
beauty.

Marble Top Maintenanoce:
Marble may be stone, but it i porous stone and can stain easily. Treating marble
surfaces thesame as wood surfaces is a greatrule of thumb.

-t s recommended to seal the tops on 3 regular basis (ewery G to 12 months).
A good quality stone sealer can be purchased from any tilesfstone store or any
homecare stare and should be applied according to the manufacturers
recommendation.

- When zealed praoperhy, marble tops can be wsed indoors and outdoors and can
mithetand any weather conditions exceptinternal freezing. Snow or freezing rain
will penel ate the table and cause cracks.

Caring for the Fabric on Upholstered Furniture:

- Frequent wvacuuming of the entire uphoktered area will prevent dust from seting
into the fibers.

- Profeszional cleaning is abways recommended for all upholstered pieces.

- Abuays pre-test a small area of fabric in an inconspicuous area when cleaning
before proceeding.

- Do not use cleaning products containing brightening agents.
