This Lounge has multiple parts and may require up to 15 minutes to assemble. To give
you an overview of the Lounge parts, the above picture is to help you put the various
parts into perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself

with the parts and steps before assembly.
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Step 1

Put the one side of the Lounge as pictured on a clean, non-marring surface.

To open, first open the leg under the seat to the maximum angle, and then open the
other leg which under back also to the maximum angle, by hand.

Then, carefully put the Lounge right side up, lay on the ground. Use a hand to rock the
lounge to make sure all the legs have been opened totally.

Step 2

Seat Panel (A) Right Arm (C)

Left Arm (B)

Open the back, Attach Right Arm and Left Arm to the Seat Panel using Bolts (1) , and
Washers (), with Allen Key ().
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Adjust the adjustable tube of the back, to find the suitable height. Your Lounge is ready
for use.
