This Chair has multiple parts and may require up to 30 minutes to
assemble. To give you an overview of the Chair parts, the above picture is
to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read through the
instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before
assembly.

Step 1

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.
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Step 2

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Insert the Side Stretchers(F) and the Front Stretcher(E) into the mounting positions
between the legs in sequence.

Adjust Pre-installed Levellers
height to achieve balance

Turn the Chair right side up.

Check for stability and then tighten all the remaining bolts.

DO NOT fully tighten a bolt in one go and then move on to the next.
Rather, in a sequential manner, gradually tighten each bolt until all bolts
are evenly secured.This methodology will ensure maximum evenness once
all bolts are fully tightened.

If the Chair wobbles, adjust the Pre-installed Levellers at the bottom of the
Legs until the stool is level.

Your Chair is ready for use.
